Toelichting onderzoek

Achtergrond van het onderzoek

Rationale: Running Related Injuries (RRIs) are very frequent among all types of runners and
frequently mentioned as reason to stop running. It is therefore important to prevent injuries
in all types of runners, since this will reduce medical cost, prevent dropouts from running and
will enhance physical activity with its associated health benefits. Several risk factors for RRIs
have been found in literature. Therefore, preventive measures as a target for these risk
factors can be introduced.

An evidence-based online injury prevention program will decrease the number of self-
reported running-related injuries.

Online questionnaires at registration (baseline), two weeks before the event, directly after
the event and one month after the event

Onderzoeksproduct en/of interventie

The intervention includes a tailored online advice for the prevention of running-related
injuries, based on the risk factors that have been determined in the current available
scientific literature. The focus of the intervention will be on personal factors, training factors,
running biomechanics and equipment.
